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Directions To Leonia High School

From the Parkway, take Rt 80 East - toward the George Washington Bridge. Stay
Local! Take Exit 70A - the Leonia Exit and take the first ramp to Fort Lee Road -
Leonia. Keep on for about half a mile. Just over the train tracks, make a left onto
Willow Tree Road. Take this dead end into the school parking lot. Follow the road to
the far end of the building and park there.
From the Turnpike North, take Exit 70A to Leonia. Take the first ramp to Fort Lee Road
- Leonia and follow directions above.
From Route 4 East, get off at the Grand Ave. exit for Leonia. You will make a right
(south) onto Grand at the end of the exit ramp. Go through two traffic lights and then
look for Schor Road on the right side. Turn right on Schor Road and right again on
Willow Tree Road. Take it and dead end into the school parking lot.
